Our new large
meeting room was perfect for our group.

YWCA hosts Salem Downtown
Rotary

over 100 people and the new social room with
it’s built in buffet worked very well. Executive
Director Carol Green gave a power point
presentation to the group which included a
history of the YWCA nationally and in Salem,
and covered our programs and services.

Gwen Carr , Executive Director Carol Green,
David Glennie of Telos Development and
others spoke of their pleasure in seeing this
project through to such a successful
completion. Resident Linda McRae shared
how meaningful her new apartment is to her
life — how lovely it is, it’s close proximity to
downtown, and having the YWCA front desk

staff located in the lobby to greet her each day.
Darrell James entertained us on our baby grand
piano as guests visited and toured apartments
and the YWCA.

Lunch and Learn draws Salem
area business women

Beginning in June, the YWCA partnered with
the DeDe Henley Group of Seattle and
Chemeketa Community College to begin a
series of women’s leadership “Lunch and
Learns.” Judy Todd and Jan Shannon of the
DeDe Henley group were the presenters for
three of the sessions, and DeDe Henley came
from Seattle on September 17 for the last
session. All of this is in anticipation of our first
nine-month Women’s Leadership class which
will begin in October.

Guest speakers have been
involved in presentations and we have had six to eight
young women in each session. The goal is to help prepare
women with skills they may have missed in their own
family situations and better prepare them for self-sufficient
living.

YWCA Child Development Center openings

For the Fall 2008 trimester, the Child
Development Center currently has 84 children
enrolled. All but 9 of those are children of teen
parents attending the Early College High
School Program operated by the Salem/Keizer
School District. What is noteworthy is that there
are 52 children waiting for space to open up.
Also, there are 34 young women pregnant with
babies due before March of 2009. These
numbers are certainly indicative of the growing
need to address the issue of teen parents and
their unique and, often, difficult situations.
They must be commended for striving to
progress with their educational objectives.

We currently have openings for approximately
16 preschoolers, or children between the ages of
3 and 6. Anyone within the community is
welcome to enroll in our quality program for
this age group. For our community parents, we
provide care throughout the year and during
school vacations. We are open from 7:30 in the

morning until 6:00 in the evening. Anyone
interested can call VVal Moore at 503-365-4707.

The Center is conveniently located on the south
side of the Chemeketa campus on Winema
Place in Building 50. We have a wonderful
facility and an exciting and serene playground
(when no children are there!). The squirrels,
nutria and birds of all kinds visit regularly. And
we have just acquired a rabbit that was rescued
from a busy highway. His/her name is
Shakespeare and was a gift from his/her hero,
Susan Murray, a Chemeketa employee.

We also have a “Foster Grandparent,” Grandma
Neesi, who has been here at the Center for
years. She comes each and every day and
spends six hours rocking, feeding and loving
the babies. We have promised her a new rocker
this year since she has worn out the old one! If
anyone reading this newsletter needs this
unique kind of therapy (rocking babies!), we
invite you to call and sign up.

Tragedy causes
homelessness

One of the greatest joys for me as the Case
Manager for families at the YWCA Salem
Outreach Shelter is to see a family go from
being destitute and homeless to employment
and living in a nice and comfortable home.
Since January of this year | have seen fourteen
families complete our program with smiles on
their faces and filled with joy as they think of
how they will enjoy their new homes. They
leave with tears and hugs as they say goodbye
to all the new friends they have made, and yet it
is not really goodbye as they continue in their
friendships and return to share all the good in
their lives.

I think of one family in particular, a
grandmother raising her granddaughter, who
became homeless due to the death of her
husband and losing her job because of an
employer taking advantage of her hearing loss.
She arrived at the shelter humbly seeking help
with nowhere else to turn. After moving in she
received the assistance and resources she
needed to achieve her goals. She became the
“grandma” of the house that everyone respected
and loved, with a pure motivation and
perseverance to succeed. During her stay at the
shelter she was able to put money into savings,
receive support and advocacy through case
management, a new car (to her), new hearing
aids, and a full-time job. Today she is happy
and living in a nice duplex without any
government assistance.
